problem statement

proposed solution : 5 modules

the imigation resources, fertilizers and pesticides available etc. It also provides handy & cheap registration for KVKs,
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This give a demo of m-healthcare of the future, aims to support the functioning of rural health services in India, and
simultaneously make the life of villagers a bit easier & cheaper. The user (villager or dispensanies) can make use of the
‘Swasthya” module to send instant information of an emergency service requirement to the local health facility.

*Shiksha' module addresses one of the biggest needs of rural India, which has a mere 55% literacy rate, and has a
potential of serving as a vehicle for mass literacy in villages for people of all ages. Learning from the internet-updatable
video-based tutorials & using the real-life practice exercises, rural people can become literate & independent citizens.
