The M-solu-
tions named as 'Swashikar"
aim to empower rural In-
dia by providing (i) good
accessible health services,
(ii) easily accessible educa-
tion, and (iii) m-gover-
nance: exercising right to
complain to govt.
'‘Swashikar', an acronym of
Swasthya, Shiksha and Ad-
hikar, is an attempt to
blend modern mobile tech-
nology and interactive me-
dia.
